Brackets rotate to the bottom of the Wall Plate as shown in the 3.2. Push the bottom of TV to lock the Monitor Brackets on the Wall
Plate as shown in the 3.3. Loose the knobs on both Monitor Brackets to adjust the tilt angle according to your requirement. Pull out
the Locking Bar first if you want to remove the TV from the Wall Plate.
